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imula�on is a technique or device that a�empts to create characteris�cs of the Sreal-world situa�on.  Simula�on allows the educator to control the learning 

environment through scheduling of prac�ce, providing feedback, and 

minimizing or introducing environmental distrac�ons. 

 In health care, simula�on may refer to a device represen�ng a simulated pa�ent or 

part of a pa�ent; such a device can respond to and interact with the ac�ons of the 

learner. Simula�on also refers to ac�vi�es that mimic the reality of a clinical 

environment and that are designed for use in demonstra�ng procedures and promo�ng 

decision making and cri�cal thinking. In health care educa�on, simula�on can take 

many forms, from rela�vely simple to highly complex. 

 Nurse educators have used low-fidelity for decades such as mannequins, role plays, 

case studies, anatomical models, oranges (to learn how to give intramuscular injec�on), 

use of foams (to learn how to s�tch the layers of the skin) etc.  The introduc�on of high-

fidelity simula�on, in the form of affordable, potable and versa�le human pa�ent 

simulators in the late 1990s transformed health care educa�on and appears to be one of 

the technologies of the future. Using simula�on in nursing educa�on as an instruc�onal 

strategy is supported not only by construc�vist approach to educa�on but also by 

lessons learned from those preparing pilot, military special forces teams, and students 

preparing for administering anesthesia or performing surgery (Billings and 

Halstead,2009).

 OSCE is a performance-based examina�on in which students are observed and 

scored as they rotate around a series of sta�ons according to a set plan. Each sta�on 

focuses on an element of clinical, a�er pa�ent competence and the learner’s 

performance with a real pa�ent, simulated pa�ents, a mannequin or pa�ent 

inves�ga�ons is assessed by an examiner.

 Since the mid-1970s, OSCE has been used to assess clinical skills of medical students. 

From then un�l today, it has been applied in evalua�ng different profiles of health 

professionals, especially nurses.

 This workshop is intended to provide informa�on on Simula�on and OSCE. Also, it 

includes discussion on up-to-date informa�on about Simula�on and OSCE. This will be a 

good pla�orm for bringing together the experts and young talents on field. This 

workshop mostly targets hands-on training sessions on Simula�on and OSCE for the 

par�cipants. It aims to link theore�cal knowledge with the prac�cal skill using the 

simula�on and OSCE methodologies .
